Nixon to Speak
On the Economy

San Clemente -

President Nixon will make
a. “major address on the
economy’’ at 4:30 p.m. PDT
Thursday before a gathering
of businessmen at the Cen-
tury ‘Plaza Hotel in Los An-
geles, his office said yester-
day.

After his speech, three of
Mr. Nixon’s fop economic
advisers will remain to take
questions from the audience,
including members of the
press.

Asked about that, Warren
