Watergate special prose-
-cutor Leon Jaworski, home
-for a few days to relax, said

But Jaworski emphasized,

{conclusions.” He declined to
~discuss any details of the in-
ivestigation but, asked spe-

jation, not only: the factual.
isituation, but also [legal"
‘questions that may arise.
:We are in the process of
idoing that.”
' The matter of former
: President ‘Nixon centers on
‘his involvement in the Wa-
itergate affair. Transcripts of
‘three additional tapes re-
leased last week indicated
‘he did take part in and was
aware of efforts to cover up
: 8candal. .

The Watergate special’
‘ grand jury named Mr. Nix-
fon as an unindicted  co-
i conspirator March 9. Atthe
‘time, however, there were
‘many constitutional ques-
“tions raised - concerning

whether a sitting President
could be indicted. Jaworski
raised the'question at the
time.

He said in the interview
yesterday, “We're going
right on with our work. We
hope' to bring it to arespon-
sible conclusion. This matter
calls for additional investi- °
gation.”
