Healso said that he made unrepaid cash “loans of about $15,000 to his pal, Jerry Ford.
The then about-to-become vice-president denied everything, He said that he scarcely knew Winter-
Berger and only met with him two or three times. (It was two or three hundred times, according to the
author.)
