“Ron Ziegler knowingly lied
to the press and people of the
country and did his best to
subvert the First Amendment
guarantees of a free press.

‘would defend Ziegler’s right

to speak on this campus, but I
think it would be a travesty to
reward him in‘any way for his

despicable contempt for . the

Corfﬁhtutlon and democratic
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process,” the telegram contin.
ued. “I urge the student gov-
ernment in the strongest
terms to rescind its decision to
pay a lecture fee for Ziegler’s
appearance on this campus.”
Two-thirds of the SPC fac-
ulty met Thursday night,and
endorsed Wickein’s stand
