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Pat Nixon blames H.R.
Haldeman for the original
use.of the Watergate ‘tapes,
according to a friend of Mrs.
Nixon.

Mrs. Nixon believes that

"Halgﬁ%an used the tapes
witheut the ex-President’s
knowledge, reported the
March issue of the Ladies
Home Journal. The maga-
zine’s editor, Lenore Her-
shey, described Mus. Nix-
on’s friend, who requested
‘anonymity, as “absolutely
reliable and in a position to
-know all the details.”

The friend said that when
Mrs. Nixon first learned of
the . existence -of the tapes,
““she > Was appalled.”

“Neither she nor her chil-
dren had suspected until
then how deeply the Water-
gate psychology reached
into the White House,” the
magazine said.

“She could not believe the
stupidity involved. In  her
opinien, you don’t do things
Jlike'that — the tapes sh
never have been usedin the
first place.” "

Mr's. Nixon considered
Haldeman the culprit, the
. friend reported. The friend
quoted Mrs. Nixon as believ-
ing that Haldeman did many
other things behind her hus-
band’s back. The two never
had . been on the best of
termds, said the friend, and
“ never saw Haldeman
‘after the. business: of
pes.” T A
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
