Assassinations—with shooting
WASHINGTON, Nov. 22 (UPI) —

Three of America’s last four Presidents

have faced the bullets of an assassin. Of

the Nation’s 34 Presidents, three have

been slain in office.

Kennedy died of a gunshot wound in
the brain at approximately 1 p. m., CST,
according to an announcement by acting
White House press secretary Malcolm
Kilduff.

The horror of the assassination was
mirrored in an eyewitness account by
Sen. Ralph Yarborough, D-Tex., who had
been riding three cars behind Kennedy.

“You could tell something awful and
tragic had happened,” the Senator told
newsmen before Kennedy's death became
known. His voice breaking and his eyes
red-rimmed, Yarborough said:

T could see a Secret Service man in
the President’s car leaning on the car
with his hands in anger, anguish and des-
pair. I knew then something tragic had
happened.”
