The Warren Commission

named Oswald as the killer
of J. D, Tippit, who was slain

shortly after President Ken- !
nedy was assasinated in

Da,llas Nov. 23, 1963. Oswald
was also named by the War-
ren Commission as the assas-
sin of the President.

During the months follow-
ing the assassination, Mrs.
Tippit received thousands of
letters including money dona-
tions. The final total was
§647,579, on which she was
i‘equired to pay no income
ax.

A judge authorized about
half of it for a trust fund for
the Tippit children, The
widow received most of the
remainder.
