ers to 44 per cent for Mry.
Ford. In a still earlier survey,
conducted soon after Mr. Ford
took office last August, the
new President held a 57 to 33
per cent lead over Kennedy.

Kennedy, the No. 1 choice of
Demoecrati¢ voters for their
barty’s nomination, is the only
Democrat tested during Mr.
Ford’s year in office who is
able to defeat the President in
these trial heats.
