Rose Kennedy says “pres-
sures” may force her only surviv-
ing, son Senator Edward Kennedy
(Dem-Mass.), to disregard her
wishes and run for president this
year. 2

“l feel Teddy may be pres-
sured into running for president
this year. I don’t want him to, but
the pressures may force him,”
Mrs. Kennedy was quoted as
saying yesterday in the National
‘Enquirer. :

The weekly newspaper - pub-
lished a full-page interview. with
Mrs. Kennedy written by Charles
Van Rensselaer of Palm Beach,
Fla., a Kennedy family friend and
former writer of the Cholly
Knickerbocker column in the
Hearst newspapers.

The 85yearold widow of

former Ambassador Joseph P.
Kennedy is quoted as saying:

“He promised me, he prom-
ised me faithfully that he would
not run. I told him I did not want
to see him die, too, that I could

not stand another tragedy like the '

deaths of _u,.m brothers John and
Bobby.

“l have made Ted promise
me repeatedly that he would not

_run for the presidency, 1 told him

that his family needs him too
much, that John'’s children and
Bobby’s children need him as the
father they no longer have.

“But even though he has
given me his promise that he will
not run, I realize there are
considerations that could make

him change his mind. He may feel -

it is something he has to .do, or
the party may feel he must. And
if that is his decision, I would
support him. I'll campaign for
him, anywhere he wants me to.
You know, I'm quite a campaign-

er.

“Oh, no. No. We've had so

many tragedies already. I have
asked God that Teddy will be led
to the right decision. But in the
end, I have put it all in God’s
hands and I will follow his will, no

matter what it is.”

But last night, Kennedy rei-
terated his insistence that he will
not be a presidential candidate
this year. “Nothing is going to
change my earlier statement or
position,” he told newsmen.

“I had hoped Caroline would
not be taken in by all the glitter of
the social life . . . I had hoped that
she could live a more quiet life as
she was grwoing up.”
