Kennedy’s tribute today in St.
Patrick’s Cathedral to his

slain brother, Sen. Robert F.,

Kennedy:

On behalf of Mrs. Robert

Kennedy, I want to express
what we feel to those who
mourn with us today in this
cathedraland around the
world. We loved him as a
brother and father and son.
From his parents, and ‘from
his older brothers and sisters
— Joe, Kathleen and Jack —
he received inspiration which
he passed on to all of us. He
gave us strength in time of
trouble, wisdom in time of un-
certainty, and sharing in time
of happiness. He was always
by our side. ' )

to put into words. Nor is loy-
.alty, or trust or joy. But he

“Beneath it all, he has tried
to engender a social con-
science. There were wrongs
which needed attention, There

were people who were poor

and who needed help. And we
have a responsibility to them

and to this country. Through
no virtues and accomplish-
ments of our own, we have
been fortunate enough to be
born in the United States un-
der the most comfortable con-
ditions. We, therefore, have a
responsibility to others who
are less well off.”

This is what Robert Kenne-
dy was given. What he leaves
us is what he said, what he
did and what he stood for. A
speech he made to the young
people of South Africa on their
Day of Affirmation in 1966
sums it up the best, and I
would read it now: -

“There is a discrimination
in this world and slavery and
slaughter and starvation. Gov-
ernments Trepress their peo-

'ple* and millions are trapped

in - poverty while the nation
grows.rich; and wealth is lav-
ished- on armaments every-
Where.

“These are’ differing evﬂs

“but - :they are the common
“works. -of man. They reflect
the imperfection of human

justice, the inadequacy of hu-

. man compassion, our lack of

senSIbillty toward the
surfenngs of our fellows.

“But ‘we can perhaps re-
member — even if only for a
time — that those who live
are our brothers, that
they share with us the same

‘short' moment of life; that
- they seek — as we do — noth:

ing but the chance to live out

piness, winning what- satisfac-
tion-and fulfillment they can.

"Surely this bond of com-

¥+ mon ' faith, this bond of com-

mon goal, can begin to teach us
something. Surely we can
. learn, at least, to look at those
“around us as fellow men, And
surely we can begin to work a

little harder to bind up the
wounds among us and to be-
come in our own hearts-broth-
ers and counfrymen once
again.

‘‘Our answer is to rely on
youth — not a time of life but
a state of mind, a temper of
the will, a quality of imagina-
tion, a predominance of cour-
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age over timidity, of the ap-
petite far adventure over the
love of ease. The cruelties and
obstacles of this swiftly
changing planet will not yield
to obsolete dogmas and out-
worn slogans. They cannot be
moved by those who cling to a
present that is already dying,
who prefer the .illusion of se-
curity to the excitement and
danger that come with even
the most peaceful progress. It

is a revolutionary world we:

live in; and this generation at
home and around the world
has had thrust upon it a great-
er burden of responsibility
than any generation that has
ever /hved

“Some believe there is noth-
ing one man or one woman
can do against the -enormous
array of the world’s ills. Yet
many of the world’s great
movements, of thought and
action, have flowed from the
work of a single man. A
young monk began the Protes-

'tant reformation, a young

general extended an empire
from Macedonia to the bor-
ders of the earth, and’a young
woman reclaimed the territo-
ry of France. It was a young
Italian explorer who discov-
ered the New World, and the
thirty-two year-old Thomas
Jefferson who proclaimed that
all men are created equal.

“These men moved the

world, and so can we all. Few
will have the greatness to
bend history itself, but each of
. us can work to change a small
' portion of events, and in the
total of all those acts will be
written the history of this gen-
eration. It is from numberless

diverse acts of courage and

belief that human history is
shaped. Each time a man
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stands up for an ideal, or acts
to improve the lot of others, or
strikes out against injustice,
he sends forth a tiny ripple of
hope, and crossing each other
from a million different cen-
ters of energy and daring
those ripples build a current
that can sweep down the
mi'ghtiest walls of oppression
resistance. . '

“Few are willing to hrave
the disapproval of their fel-
lows, the censure of their col-
leagues, the wrath of their so-
ciety. Moral courage is a rar-
er commodity ‘than bravery in
battle or great intelligence.
Yet it is the one essential, vi-
tal quality for those who seek
to change a world that yields
most painfully to change. And
I believe that in this genera-
tion those with the courage to
enter the moral conflict will
find themselves with compan-
ions in every corner of the
globe.

“For the fortunate among
us, there is the temptation to
follow the easy and familiar
paths of personal ambition

and financial success so

grandly spread before those
who enjey the privilege of ed-
ucation. But that is not the
road history has marked out

- for us. Like it or not, we live

in times of danger and uncer-
tainty. But they are also more
open to the creative energy of
men than any other time in
history. ALl of us will ulti-
mately be judged and a5 the
years pass we will surely
judge ourselves, on the effort
we have contributed to build-
ing a new world society and
the extent to which our ideals
?nd goals have shaped that ef-
ort.
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“The future does not belong
to those who are content with
today, apathetic toward com-..
mon preblems and their fellow |
man alike, timid and fearful...
in the face of new ideas and
bold projects. Rather it will
belong to those who can blend
vision, reason and courage in .

a personal commitment to the

ideals and great enterprises of

American society.

“Our future may lie beyond
our vision, but is not com- .

pletely beyond our control. It

is the shaping impulse of
America that neither fate nor
nature nor the irresistible
. tides of history, but the work
of our own hands, matched to

reason and principle, that will -

determine our destiny. 'There

is pride in that, even arro- -
gance, but there is also expe- °

rience and truth. In any event,

it is' the only way we can

live.”

This is the way he lwed._ My "

brother need not be idealized,

or enlarged in death beyond -
what he was in life, to be re- .

membered simply as a good
and decent man, who saw

wrong and ftried to right it,

saw suffering and tried to
heal it, saw war and tried to
stop it.

Those of us who loved him
and wo take him to his rest
today, pray that what he was,
to us and what he ‘wished for
others will some day come to
pass for all the world.

As he said many times, in
many parts of this nation, to

those he touched and who - -

sought to touch him:

“Some men see things as
they are and say why.

“I dream things that never
were and say why not.”
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
