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WASHINGTON. (AP)—The Justice Department today or-
dered an FBI investigation of a recorded felephone message
suggesting that antiwar senators ought to be “‘shot between
the “eyes.”

The American Nazi Party, now the National Socialist

A federal law imposes a maximum penalty of five years’
imprisonment and a fine of $1,000 for “whoever transmits

in interstate commerce any communication containing any
threat to kidnap any person or any threai to injure the
person of another. . . ."” .
