Senator Richard B. Russell of
Georgia, a 67-year-old bachelor,
displayed what might he de-
scribed as perisistent curiosity
about married non-hliss when
Marina Oswald, the widow of
President Kennedy's assassin,
testified before the Warren
" Commiission.

MRS. OSWALD: No. I

But did they,
ever whip their wives with any-
thing other than their hands m|
Russia ? |

A. I do not know. I was not|
interested in what manner they
beat their wives.

Q. That's difficult for me to
believe, that a very charming
and attractive girl who has been
courted by a number of men—I
would have thought you would
have been greatly interested in
all the aspects of matrimony.
