There was ne explanation of the use of the
date by the polygraph eperaters.

Although prosecutors say they knew of nothing to link the
newspaper with the siaying of Lee Harvey Oswald, FBI agents and a
representative of the Warren commission have expressed an interest
in it. o

FBI agents asked about the newspaper when they gave Ruby a
lie detecter test in the county Jjail Saturday.

Ruby's automobile. He said he was on vacatioen #n Arizona at the time.
Bradsh#w sald he did not kiow Rubye.
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
