SAID EARL RUBY, 51, OF SUBURBAN SOUTHFIELD, BROTHER OF THE MAN
CONVICTED OF KILLING OSWALD, THE ACCUSED PRESIDENTIAL ASSASSIN,

"THIS THING IS NOT OVER,™ HE SAID, ™"IT WON'T BE UNTIL THIS
TALK OF CONSPIRACY BETWEEN JACK AND OSWALD IS ENDED AND THE TRUTH
ACCEPTEL.

"WE DON'T KNOW YET WHAT WE WILL DO TO END IT, BUT WE WILL FIND
A WAY,"™ HE SAID.

EARL RUBY SAID THE TALK OF CONSPIRACY PLACLED A DYING JACK
RUBY IN HIS DALLAS JAIL CFLL.

E WARREN COMMISSION NAMED OSWALD AS THE KILLER OF PRESIDENT
JONN F, KEWMEDY. IT SAID OSWALD ACTED ALONE.

"THERE WAS §Q CONSPIRACY,™ EARL RUEY SAID. “JACK KILLED OSWALD,
NOT BECAUSE OF ANY CONSPIRACY.

"JACK WAS AN ENOTIONAL GUY. HE LIVED ON KIS EMOTIONS. HE
