Stashinskg, who turned himself in and admitted the slayings,
sald he had killed on orders of the Soviet secret service with
pistols that sggayed potassium gyanlide and caused instant death.
In imposing what was considered a comparatively light sentence,
the court said it decided that Stanshinsky was only a toll -
in the hands of the Soviet government,. '

Stashinsky testified he was blackmalled into joining the
secret service in 1950 after he was caught making an illegal trip
to his native Ukraine.
