The article said Gallo had
returned from prison “‘with
grandiose plans for a new
Black Mafia.” It reported
Gallo had made some “en-
thusiastic black friends in
prison and when they were
released he sent them to his
brother Albert (Kid Blas)
“who got them jobs and kept
them waiting for Joey.”

The magazine said Gallo
had put together a force of 15
to 20 black mobsters and had
made no sec,et of “his
dream of a huge black net-
work eventually controlling
all rackets in the Harlem and
Bedford - Stuyvesant {Brook-
Iyn) ghettos.”
