of Ronald Reagan’s announce-
ment today that he would
select Senator Richard S.

lect as'my running mate.

Along with my staff, I
compiled a list of persons
both in and out of Govern-

My purpose this mornin,
is to tell you that the tas

of finding a person who
meets my qualifications for
Vice President and who also

has a broad general appeal

has been completed.
‘Same Basic Values’

After long hours of study
and discussion, I have select-
ed a man who believes in the
same basic values in which
I believe:

gIn a strong America able

to preserve the freedom of*

its people. .

@In a  compassionate
America willing to care for
those of its people unable to
care for themselves.

QIn a moral and decent
America dedicated to the
preservation of the wvalues

that have given greatness to

this nation.

GIn an America governed
by the rule of law, not by
men, law which exists to pre-
serve each man’s freedom,
not to restrict it.

I have selected-a man of
independent thought and ac-

..tion with a background in

business and 16 years in pub-
lic service. He is respected

by his colleagues but he has
not become a captive of what
I call “the Washington buddy
system.”

. He has an awareness of the

shortcomings of our foreign !

policy and the domestic
threat posed by continuing
the present policies of infla-
tionary deficit spending.

I have met with him and

we have spent a considerable |
~amount of time personally -
. discussing the critical ‘issues

that face us today and the
