1928 birthdate is interesting compared with his own listed as 1918 in
Who's Who. CA also lists Dietrich's birthplace as Washington, D.C.

CA lists only the Gordon Davis pseudonym, with a eimple
reference, See Dietrich etc. The other pseudonym, John Baxter, is
