He fled to New Mexico, where he
was captured after an alleged gun battle with pursuing officers.
Federal charges were dropped against him in NO because the woman who
had fingered him refused to confirm her evidence under oath. The state
of New Mexico held Gaudet a bit longer because of their officers
involved in his surrender, but I believe New Mexico finally let him
go too. ‘
