4s I probably told you, our lane has been ice since the first rain or thaw after the
* Tfirst snow. I've been keeping after it but until now w1thout making much progress, I1'd

get back to where I1'd been and the stuff came down again. Especlally today I was able to
sheet off large chuncks. ‘hick stuff, I had to break much of it 1o shovel it out of the
lane so it would thaw without creating more ice_at night. Today L did more such lifting,
it tired me but I feel very good about it and about being able to do it., I believe it has
been a real benefit to me. One of the typical synptoms of atherosclerosis has disappeared
entirely and another has diminished very much.since I've been doing this, If it does not
get too cold tonight I'll have most if not all cleared by tomorrow nlghto

The winter should be about over but we still have freezes nightly. I'm hoping tonight
will be the first exception.

The deer musy have trouble getting food. Tracks up to the house, where we feed the
birds, Pheasants staying close, too. Scared one early couple mornings ago. e was perched
high in a tall white pine, Pirst time I've known one to roost that close to the house.

We do lock forward to your gettlng here, Lil should have no last-minute emergencies,
She did not advertise this year. However, she has as much business as she wants. l{eJT_Jeza.ts
" and recommnendations from the satisfied, (She has finally recognized that she has always
pushed herself too hard because she likes the tax work. She is superb at it, t00.) She has
found time to be of help to me, My hunch is that her work will be slacking off. Hope S0.
She is putting in long days still, but without the pressures of the past
