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A tape recording contain-
ing “sensitive information”
irelated to the Watergate in-

from the Washington office
of an ABC newsman, the net-
work reported yvesterday.

| The tape was stolen from
the office of ABC news cor-
respondent Bill Gill earlier
this month and discovered
missing on Aug. 10, John
Lynch, manager of the ABC
news bureau in Washington,
said yesterday.

sion’ he (Gill) had with a
source,” said Lynch. He de-
scribed the discussion as
“sensitive information he
had recorded as part of his
investigation” into the
Watergate case.

Gill was on assignment in
Miami and not immediately
available for comment.

Lynch said the tape was
one of five stolen from
Gill’s office, along with a
folder  containing Gill’s
notes on other aspects of
the Watergate case. A radio
and two tape recorders were
also stolen, Lynch said.

soccurred this month, some-
itime between Wednesday,
‘Aug. 8 and Friday, Aug. 10,
‘while Gill was away from
.the office. ABC said the bur-

Gill shares his third floor
office:at the ABC Washing-
ton News bureau located at
1124 Connecticut Ave.
