He 'said Lofton sent him 
information t o be used 
against Muskie "about once 
a week for two or three 
months. And there were

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Contacted in Washington, 
Lofton confirmed Philbrick's 
report. He said the purpose 
of the offer was to cause dis-
sension among the Demo-
crats. 

He said that 'was a "justi-
fiable campaign tactic." 

Lofton said all of the ma-
terial he sent was on station-
ary bearing the Republican 
National Committee letter- 
head, but Philbrick said oth-
er than the first mailing the 
material came in plain enve-
lopes and there were no 
markings on the stationary. 

Philbrick said the first 
mailing he received con-
tained a personal card iden-
tifying Lofton as affiliated 
with the GOP committee. 

Muskie w o n the New 
Hampshire primary in a 
close contest with S e n. 
George McGovern, the even-
tual Democratic presidential 
nominee. 

Philbrick said Lofton told 
him. the GOP committee had 
computer information o n 
Muskie which t h e Yorty 
campaign might be ablegto 
use. 
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
