police officer and a Secret
Service agent when the win-

curred a few miles away, but
there was no time to think

“There wasn’t that much
time. We continued on with
the motorcade and provided:
security on the back side of
the motorcade.

“We were determined not to
let any vehicles in the motor-
cade.”

Within seconds of the inci-
dent, officers moved into a
nearby construction -site-.to
look for any possible sniper.

“We looked over- several
pieces of construction equip-
ment and in a construction
trailer,” said Dallas Police
Capt. John Driscoll.

The door was locked but we
looked inside‘anyway in case a
sniper was hiding in there. We
didn’t find anybody. There
was just no place to hide. A
projectile of dny kind would
have had to~ come from
straight on to make that kind
of hole.”

No sniper was:seen by po-
lice or by“-a’ Secret Service
agent in a helicopter directly
over the motorcade, although
a second ‘helicopter immedi-
ately flew to the scene to as-
sist in the search.

A check of Bryan’s car, after
he completed the .drive to the
World Trade Center where
Ford spoke later in the day,
showed no trace of a bullet.
