The break-in of the office of 
Dr. Ellsberg's psychiatrist in 
Beverly Hills, Calif., occurred 
on the evening  of Sept. 3, 1971. 

It was an operation conducted 
at the behest of the White 
House by G. Gordon Liddy and 
E. Howard Hunt Jr., the Water-
gate conspirators. 

On Sept. 7, when office work-
ers returned to work at the 
N.A.A.C.P. Fund at 10 Colum-
bus Circle, they found that two 
filing  cabinets had been opened. 
They contained minutes of 
board of directors meetings 
and other material.
