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WASHINGTON - The Se-
nate Watergate Committee
has obtained a White House
document which complains of
my access to secret intelli-
gence digests. It’s true I see
secret intelligence reports,
which often contain some
fascinating items. Here are a
few examples:

- The latest intelligence
reports warn that trouble -
may flare up along the

Chinese-Mongolian  border.
There is evidence, according
to the reports, that the
Soviets may be instigating an
incident.

- Intelligence reports from
the Middle East claim that
Soviet missile technicians
have refused to operate the
new antiaircraft missiles that
they have installed in Syria.
The Soviets reportedly have
been ordered to keep out of
direct combat. The Syrians,
therefore, have gone to Hanoi
to recruit North Vietnamese
veterans who have®'had ex-
perience operating the Scviet
missiles. .

- Colonel Quaddafi, the
Libyan strongman, is prepar-
ing a little green book of his
sayings, patterned after the
little red book of Mao
Tsetung’s thoughts. Arrange-
ments have been made to
the green book
throughout the world. It will

~middle .course between
Communism and Capitalism.

- Perhaps the most sur-
prising intelligence reports
tell of fighting between North
Vietnamese troops and Cam-
insurgents in Cam-
hodia. They had been fighting
= together to  overthrow the
government of Lon Nol. But
: just a§ they appeared to be
winning, some units turned
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their guns on one another in
outbreaks over the control of
supplies.

Oil Plans: A severe winter

The new energy czar, John
Love, is already drafting
emergency plans which
wouid go into effect in case of
a bad winter.

They will recommend cur-
tailing nonessential activities,
such as theatre per-
formances, concerts and
sporting events, if the fuel oil
shortage gets serious enough.
They will also consider
closing down schools during
exteemely cold weather. The
lost school days would be ad-
ded at the end of the
academic year when the
weather is warmer and the
school buildings require less
heating.

As another fuel saving
measure, the temperatures
will - probably be lowered in
federal buildings. A cam-
paign can also be expected. to
urge all Americans to turn

The new CIA chief,
Wiltiam  Colby, is now
preparing to abolish the
board of estimates. In its

place. he intends to choose a
dozen experts from the dif-
ferent divisions of the CIA.
They will be known as
national intelligence officers.

Kissinger. meanwhile, as
has told the CIA that he
wants his intelligence straight
without any ideological slant.
He ‘also wants to see the
mmorxty views.

My CIA sources claim this
is exactly what the board of
estimates was sending the
White House. The elimina-
tion of the board, they say, is
a signal that the White House
really wants estimates which
always support the President
policies.
