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He asserted the jury was
“composed of some of his
{Garrison’s) hest friends.

Novel also asked that he be
assured immunity from any

while, a subpena was issued
' for the World War II military
records of Clay Shaw, the re-
tired business executive
charged with conspiring to
 kill Kennedy.
A spokesman for Distriet
Attorney Jim Garrison said
‘the subpena was mailed to
 Washington yesterday to be
‘served on the administrator
' of veterans’ affairs.

! Garrison has accused
Shaw, 54, of conspiring with
iLee Harvey Oswald and
,David W. Ferrie in 1963 to
1 kill the President.
