Atty. Jim Garrison, first As-|
sistant DA Charles Ward and|
James O. Sanders, foreman of|
the grand jury.
Chandler charges in his suit|
that he would be in a ‘“position|
of peril” if he appeared before
the grand jury and that without
counsel he may be required to
illegally and unconstitutionally
testify against himself.

IN THE EVENT the pre-
liminary injunction he seeks is
denied, Chandler requestegl in
his suit that his attorney, Cicero
C. Sessions, be alowed to be
present when he appears before
the grand jury.

Similar motions have been
turned down by the Orleans
Parish Criminal District Court
and the Louisiana Supreme
Court.
Chandler was subpeaned to
appear before the grand jury on
Oct. 5, the same time Carlos
Marcello testified before the
body. Marcello was na}med by
Life as being the kingpin of or-
ganized crime in the state.
The newsman says in his suit
that he was originally subpenaed
to appear before the grand jury
Jan. 26, but instead was sent
to the district attorney’s office
‘|where Ward placed him under
oath and grilled him.
