NEW ORLEANS AP - Dist, Attye. Jim Garrison reopened the

Clay Shaw case Monday and filed per jury charges agalnst Shaw
who was acqultted on three dags ago of a charge that he ha
plotted to k11l Preslident John ¥« Eennedy.

Garrlson’s complaint, flled with the court clerk Monday
afternoon, charged Shaw with lying when he denled at his trilal

that he had ever seen or been acquainted with Lee Harvey Oswald

or David We Ferrie, '

Garrlson had charged that Shaw consplired with Oswald and
Ferrle, both now dead, to ki1l the Presldent in 1967. The unanimous
verdict of a Criminal District Couwrt Jury early Saturday morning
cleared Shaw of the conspliracy charge.

*'I’'m shocked,** sald Edward Wegmann, one of Shaw’s attorneys,
when he appeared with Shaw to post $1,000 bond at the court
clerk’s office,

‘‘Ditto, *? sald Shaw when asked his reaction to the new charge.
Shaw told newsmen he would stand by his statement of March
2y 1967, when he first sald he dlid not Jmow Oswald or Ferrie. And
he repeated, ‘‘I never Imew Oswald or Ferrie,’®

The Warren Commission, which conducted the official
investigation of President Kennedy’s sesassination, sald 1t could
find no credible evidence of a consfiracy and named Oswald as
the. lone gunman. Ferrie, a former alrlines pilot, told newsmen
shortly before his death in 1967 that he had been pegged as the
sp;awaysgilot in an elaborate plot to kill Kbnnedi.

‘*Mr. Shaw was tellinf the truth and the truth wlll come out in
the next trlal as 1t dld in the last,’? said Fe. Irvin Dymond, Shaw’s
chief defense counsel at the consplracy trial, *‘Let’s not forget the
Jury was wanimous in 1ts acqulttal of Shaw,??

As Shaw preBgrad to leave the clerk’s office after posting bond,
GhigfICIE?k n Haggerty grabbed his hand and wished him -
800 UCKe.
