Smith was convicted in Jan-

uary on 18 counts of interstate
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transportation of stolen and
forged securities. A codefend-
ant, Emil Tucker, 52, New
York City, also was sentenced
to serve five years.

The pair was accused of
conspiring to obtain $180,000
worth of stolen securities,
forging their names to the
documents and transporting
themn to New York for sale.

GOVERNMENT zftorneys
said the stocks came from the
estate of a man who died in
California three years ago,
and that Smith and Tucker
collected the proceeds from
the sale of the securities in
New York. _

A court spokesman said the
diagnostic tests are fo serve
as a guide in helping deter-
mine if a defendant should be
released on nrobation.
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
