According to an affidavit that accompanied the complaint, Garrison .
and New Orleans xoliea officlals Frederick A. Soule Sr. and Robert
H, I‘rei, received payments of as mueh as $1,500 a month to protect
illega gam'bligg in coin operated pinball mechine operatioms.

The 108=page affidavit said the ﬁvemment has tape recordings

of some transactions between the lawmen and owners and operators -

of the pinball machines.
