.‘Tudge Herbert Christenber-
ry, scheduled a hearing for
Tu'esday in which the~Times-
Picayune Publishing €o.; pub-
lisher of the Times-Picayune
and States-Item newspapers,
must show cause why it
should not be restrained from
printing the material. -

However, Christenberry re-
fused to issue a temporary re-
stfaining order that waonld
block publication of the affida-
vit until after the hearing. .

GarrTson, who sought to
prove there was a conspitacy
in President Kennedy’s assas-
sination, was ar
Wednesday on the charge of
taking bribes to protect gam
bling.

Nine others, including the
commander of the police vice
squad, also were arrested.

The charges were based on
the affidavit compiled by fed-
eral investigators and includ-
ing transcripts of secretly rec-
orded conversations with Gar
Tison.

“The States-Item began
printing the text of the affida-
vit on a series basis in Thufs-
day editions. The Tinbsh
Picayune has used excefgm
from the affidavit.

Of the 10 men charged iy
the affidavit, all but Johft
Pierce, owner of an amuse-
ment machine company, are
listed as plaintiffs in the suit.
