What is the need for withholding a file number, 

for example? Particularly in what the Attorney General has determined be an histori- 

cal case. Was there any balancing test? 

You say you process documents ig the order in which thefappear in the file. That is, 

of course, reasonable. But you do not say why it is taking so inordinately great an eamdunt 

of time now in responding to a 1877 requeste 

Tne longer you delay responding to the meny matters 1 have raised over the many 

conths of this processing the more you make unnecessary trouble for all yarties.
