“This is a country where a
young person knows there is |
a peaceful way he can
change what he doesn’t like
about America andthat’s
why its a great country,”
said the President in a 15-
minute, extemporized
speech.

CROWD

Nearly all of the overflow
crowd was wildly responsive
to Mr. Nixon’s speech. Only
a small group of protesters
about 300 strong, 60 yards
from the podium, kep up a
running chant, which at
times grew so loud that Mr.
Nixon was forced to shout to
be heard.

“I am just glad there
seems to be a rather silent
majority on the one side
rather than the other side to-
night,” said Mr. Nixon, and
the toard of the crowd
drowned out the dissidents.

“I respect those who disa-
gree with me,” Mr. Nixon
said. “No one can be sure
their decisions are right.”

“I can understand why so
many of our young people

Affer his speech, he sat
own and remained through-
ut Graham’s fiery sermon.
Graham, who had to shout
ver the dissenters when he
itroduced Mr. Nixon, sat
npassively during the Presi-
ent’s speech, watching the
peaker and paying no atten-
lon to the noisy protesters.
During his sermon, a for-
ner student identified as
Villiam Caroll Bible ap-

peared on the sidelines in
long, flowing robes, a beard
and should-length hair, bel-
lowing “Billy Graham, here
me"’ ‘

Police grabbed him, hus-
tled him under the stadium,
cracked him onthe shins with

billy elubs and hauled him

into arest room.

He was one of several
protestors arrested.

Officials of Graham’s cru-
sade estimated the crowd in
the stadium at 75,000, and
said 25,000 more were outside
the gates.

State police and secret
service agents moved around
the dissident group and po-
lice photographed them. The
group left after Mr. Nixon’s
speech.

Press secretary Ron Zeig-
ler said Mr. Nixon was “elat-
ed by his reception” in Ten-
nessee.

It was the President’s first
speech on a college campus
since last June, when he
made the commencement ad-
dress at the Air Force acade-
my.
