—President Nixon today de-
nounced “new isolationists”
who favor cuts in the defense
budget in order to spend more
on domestic programs.
“In a speech to the graduat-
ing class of his son-in-law,

Officer Candidate School -here,
Mr. Nixon said he knew the
argument of the “new isola-
tionists.” ) .
“Th'oug;h we cut defense
spending, we cannot cut it
enough. Though we greatly in-
crease domestic spending in
proportion to defense spending,
we cannot increase it enough.”
The President said he also
understood the sentiment be-
hind those who favored a shift

. in national priorities, but added:

“Y understand- these argu-
ments. I understand the cost
of weakness, too. This ques-
tion of what is enough is not
academic—it is crucial to the
survival of this nation.”

Then, the World War II
Navy cargo officer who is now
the Commander in Chief of all
American forces, warned:

“If we have the most exten-
sive urban renewal programs
and the most far-reaching med-
ical care provisions, and the
finest highways, and the most
comprehensive education assis-
tance efforts, and the most ef-
fective antiproverty programs
