"If they happenad to be going out for coffee or to elass or getting off a bus
at the wrong time in the wrong viace ard happened to be Jomg or bearded or in
casual clothing, they found therselves under arrest," the Senator said. "They were
not told why; their hames were not taken; no forms vere filled out; no record kept
of the arresting officer,®

"They were Lerely herded into buses,™ he said, "and sent off to an cutdoor
detention area vhere there vere ne phones, no irformation, no processing and only the
most rudimentary accomodations for over 2,000 people,”
