The 29-year-old lawyer, who
had practiced law for only
nine moénths before entering
the Army in 1967, success-
fully prosecuted Lieutenant
for the murder of civilians at
Mylai, South Vietnam.

When the President said he
would personally review the
case, the prosecutor wrote
him a letter asserting that
