Froehlke to the task of man-
aging and organizing all intelli-
gence activities within the de-
fense establishment in August,
1969. His friendship with the
Secretary is expected to give
him considerable influence in
* his mew assignment.

- . If confirmed by the Senate,
Mr. Froehlke will confront at'
least three major unresolved
issues; the problems involved
in moving from an armed force
that relies on conscription to
Mr. Nixon’s stated objective
of a volunteer Army; the grow-
ing use of narcotics among;
servicemen, especially those in
Vietnam; and the problem of
maintaining combat effective-
ness in the face of growing
shortages in manpower and
eduipment.
