WASHINGTON
President Nixon was
“shocked and dismayed”
by the “undisguised glee”
some United Nations del-
egates showed after they
voted to oust Taiwan, the
White House said today.

In a strong but delayed re-
action to the UN vote Mon-
day night, White Houde Press
l Secretary Ronald Ziegler.
. suggested the United States
: might be forced to reduce its
| support for the UN and for
| foreign aid.

Ziegler said President Nix-
on, “was shocked by this ac-
tion. He interpreted it as
being undisguised glee and
personal - animosity on the
part of certain delegates to-
ward the U.S. policy.”

Ziegler said the reaction of
the delegates was unworthy
of the -UN and *‘could seri-
i ‘ously impair the support in
| the- Congress and the countrv
‘for the United Nations.”

While saying *‘it is not our
intention to retaliate,” Zie-
gler said some of the dele-

fensive to Nixon represent
nations which have been
large recipients of American
foreign aid.

At one point Ziegler said
the White House had “‘re-
ceived a number of telephone
calls and telegrams express-

He gave no figures, but
said the number was quite
large.

The White House statement
came as Secretary of State
William Rogers cautioned the
Senate against punitive or re-

taliatory action against the
UN for its action, but at the
same time upged a financial
review by the UN to see how
it can pay its bills.

Divided

Testifying before the Sen-
ate Foreign Relations Com-
mittee on a treaty handing
Okinawa back to Japan, Rog-
ers ran into sharply divided
views by senators on reduc-
ing financial contributions fo
the UN.

““We have got to be careful
how we act as a nation,”
Rogers said. “We could set
back our foreign relations to
a considerable degree. We
are being put in a position of
saying that we pay more to |
the UN, so we should expect

them to do more for us.”
Rogers said there is no
question .about the adminis-
tration’s support for the UN,
but he said it needs to get its
own financial house in order.
Hot Pants
Senate Minority Leader
Hugh Scott said at the Senate
hearing that the cheering-
‘delegates represented “hot

_pants principalities” who re- |
{joiced that their vote was

‘equal to the United States’
without considering what ef-
fect the outcome would have
on the future of the UN.

Scott said there is no

Scott said he did not think
the Senate should act in an-
ger or in pique but thereis a

interest” on how far the
United States should go:
Opposed

Sens. Fulbright (D-Ark.),
Jacob Javits (R-N.Y.), and
John Sherman <Cooper
(R-Ky.), all opposed.a tenta-
tive cutoff of funds.

Rogers said yesterday the
administration accepts the
expulsion of Taiwan as a cost
of democracy, but he talked
of cutting American financ-
ing for the world body.

He first told a news confer-
ence “We will not support a
reduction of funds for the
United Nations in retaliation
for this vote.”

To do so, he said, would be
to reject the democratic
process ‘‘and we in the United
States are accustomed to

being bound by a majority
vote.”
Difficult

But in his next sentence
Rogers said:

“The other problem,
though, the-related problem
of whether the United Na-
tions is spending too much
money or not, is living be-
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difficult question, which we
will have to address.

“And I think that my own
view is that it has spent too
much money in the past. And
we have probably contribu-
ted more than our share.”

Later in the day, the White
