"In a sampling of views, the
student leaders placed vary-
ing emphasis on where the
political activists should con-
centrate their efforts,

Nancy Martin, a represent-
ative of the student body
council at California State
College at Hayward,
plumped for registration
campaigns and said a drive
at her campus had registered
“over 1100 people in two
days.”

Diamond, thé Stanford stu-
dent body  president, said
1600 new voters had been
registered at his campus in
the first few days of classes.
“Overwhelmingly, they reg-
istered in order to get rid of
Nixon,” he claimed.

Bill Eckles of Merritt Col-

|lege backed a demand by

Stanford student ‘leader
Douglas McHenry for “as

large a contribution of mon-
ey’ and effort in registering
new black voters as ig being
spent on “registering subur-
ban kids,” :

Their next move, the mem-
