Thus, a vote before Dec. 10
was considered unlikely.
Mr. Mansfield will make the
key decision on whether to
place first before the Senate
the name of Mr. Powell, who
has no announced opposition,
or Mr. Rehnquist, who has
drawn sharp and ' sometimes
acrimonious opposition from
some Democratic liberals.

If Mr. Powell has already
been confirmed when the Rehn-
quist nomination comes up for
discussion, his opponents might
attempt to talk long enough to
put the vote over until next
!yea.r, when the. political cur-
‘irents of an election year might
-swing events in their favor.
If, on the other hand, Sen-
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ator Mansfield calls for a vote‘
first on Mr. Rehnquist, with Mr.
Powell’s’ nomination awaiting
that action, the debate would
predictably be brief and both
nominations could be confirmed
by Dec. 10.

An aide to the majority lead-
er said today that Mr. Mansfield
would probably not tip his hand
on the decision until the last
moment, when he calls the first
nomination to the floor.

Opponents of the Rehnquist
inomination had hoped to muster
at least five negative votes in
the Judiciary Committee, but
Senator Quentin N, Burdick,
North Dakota Democrat, who
had sided with the opponents
on some earlier parliamentary
moves, voted for Mr. Rehnquist.

Senator Birch Bayh, Demo-
crat of Indiana, who has taken
the lead in opposing the nomi-
nation, conceded that the lop-
sided committee vote made con-
firmation of the 47-year-old As-
sistant Attorney General appear
