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Columnist Tells of Pfoposal
During War to Shift Arms
—Aides Reported Angry

WASHINGTON, Dec. 30—
An account of a White House
strategy meeting, published.to-
day, asserts that during the re-
cent war between India and
Pakistan, Administration offi-
cials proposed to let Jordan or
Saudi Arabia “quietly” transfer
American-furnished arms to
Pakistan.

The account, published in the
internationally syndicated col-
umn of Jack Anderson, report-
edly incensed White House
officials, as have other recent
‘Anderson’ columns that have
quoted verbatim from intelli-
gence digests, State Depart-
ment and other Government
cablegrams and even from min-
‘utes of secret White House
meetings.

Rumors of the Administra-
tion’s behind-the-scenes plan to
thelp Pakistan—which in fact
was abandoned—have been
published previously. But Mr.
Anderson is the first journalist
ito cite participants in the
Whnte House meetings of Dec.
6 and 8 and to quote from their
policy proposals.

According to Informants in
