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Governor Ronald Reagan
and President Nixon will
discuss the California po-
litical situation and the
coming June presidential
primary tonight at a White
House dinner.

Reagan will also testify on
the welfare issue before the
Senate Finance Committee,
headed by Senator Russell B.

“Obviously, politics will be
talked about,” an aide to
Reagan said as the governor
left for Washington for the
White House dinner.

Reagan will head the Nix-
on-pledged delegation on the
June 6 presidential primary
ballot in the President’s
home state.

Names of prospective
members of the 96 delegates
and alternates who will com-
prise the California delega-
tion to the August 21 San Die-
go national convention are
now being received by GOP
national committeeman
Thomas C. Reed. Reed is
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acting as head of the com-
mittee which will cooperate
with the governor in the se-
lection of the delegation.
Reagan is expected to
promise the President to-
night that the delegation will
be representative of all
shades of opinion in the Re-
publican party although ul-
tra-conservative  Congress-
man John Ashbrook of Ohio
and liberal Congressman
Paul N. McCloskey may be!
represented by rival delega-
tons entered in the primary
election. |
1t is expected that the gov-
ernor will inform the Presi-
dent of the activities of the
ultra-conservative United Re-
publicans of California or-
ganization tosponsor a “‘dump
Nixon” movement at its
state convention in May.
