“torneys had indicated to him
they favored a suit. But they
said it was a ‘‘political deci-
sion” which higher Justice of-
ficials would have to make.
No such suit was ever filed.

—In a case involving Gener-
al Motors’ pollution of the
. Hudson River, GM’s special
counsel, Lawrence Walsh, car-
ried ‘in a letter of complaint
for Kleindienst to Washington
about the prosecutor in the
case. The prosecutor was
promptly fired, although
Kleindienst insists that it was
not at his instigation. Walsh is
the same influential aftorney
- who wrote “Dear Dick” letter
to Kleindienst urging settle-
ment of the ITT case.

—In 1971, a federal court
ruled that a law forbidding
any single party from owning
more than 160 acres of feder-
ally watered land did not ap-
ply to vast sections of Califor-
nia’s Imperial Valley. The
Justice Department, instead
of appealing the dubious rul-
ing, let it die, Some California
conservationists have now
charged that Kleindienst pre-
vented' the U.S. attorney in
