-The United States tends
to tell the Soviet Union that
it:"bears a responsibility for
the = Vietnamese offensive,
because its rockets, tanks
and long range artillery
were used to foment it, he
-asserted.

Rogers repeated immedi-
-ately afterward that the
United States intends to con-
tinue using sea and air pow-
ér in North Vietnam as well
as South Vietnam,
