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Agnew Tops Gallup Poll

Mr. Agnew won 43 per !
cent of the vote among eight
persons listed in the most
recent poll. Following Mr.
Agnew were Gov. Ronald
Reagan of Califorina, 20 per
cent; Governor Rockefeller of
New York, 14 per cent, and
Senator Charles H. Percy of
Illinois and John B. Connally,
the retired - Treasury Secre-
tary, both with 8 per cent.

In a similar poll last Oc-
tober, Mr. Agnew led with
27 per cent, while Mr. Rea-
gan had 19 per cent, Mr.
Percy 13 per cent and Mr.
Connally and Mr. Rockefeller
each 10 per cent.
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
