the Indochina drug traffic.”

Stringfellow, at whose

| Block Island home Father

Daniel Berrigan, S.J., was
apprehended by Federal
agents, noted:

“Impeachment is an. ex- :
traordinary remedy. It
has its origins, in the Ameri-
can system, in the Declara-
tion of Independence: that
incumbency does not in it-
self legitimize rules,and that
a people shall not indefinite-
ly suffer arbitrary, capri-
cious, vindictive lawless or
criminal authority but have
means of removing unfit rul-
ers. Impeachment is the
constitutional recourse
which renders revolutxon
needless.”

Quiet Campuses

Stringfellow also contend-
ed the Nation’s campuses
are quiét because:

“Federal authorities dras-
tically cut aid for scholar-
ships and research and oth-
er subsidies, withdrew
guarantees for educational
bank loans and stopped
funding student employ-
ment. And the students un-
derstood that message: ‘dis-
sent endangers survival.

“What we confront is no
mere regurgitated
McCarthyism, nor an Amer-
ican Nazism, but the threat
of technological totalitarian-
ism such as Orwell forefold

. each day that Richard
Nixon remains in office is an
abomination to the Lord.”
