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KISSINGER RETURNS
FROM CHINA TALKS

WASHINGTON, June 23—
Henry A. Kissinger, the White
House adviser on national se-
curity affairs, returned to
Washington this afternoon aft-
er four days of talks in Peking
with Premier Chou En-lai and
other Chinese officials.

Upon his arrival at Andrews|
Air Force Base in nearby Mary-'
land, Mr. Kissinger went di-
rectly to the White House to
report to President Nixon on
his  trip, which has been
shrouded in secrecy.

Before he left for China last
week, the White House said
only that Mr. Kissinger would
discuss a broad range of ques-
tions with the Chinese. Thers
‘has been considerable specula-
tion that Vietnam was one of
the questions.

WASHINGTON, June 23 (AP)
—President Nixon gave a fare-
well breakfast today and lent
his thelicopter to Representa-
tives Hale Boggs and Gerald R.
Ford, who were on their way
to China.

Mr. Boggs, the Democratic

leader, of Louisiana, and Mr.
Ford, the House Republican
leader, of Michigan, spent about
75 minutes at breakfast with
the President in a small family
dining room on the main floor
of the White House.
