“He can caus the
stock market to dip with a
sentence or send prime min-
isters into fits by remaining
silent.”

Sidney said that up to £2
million has so far been bid
for Kissinger’s unwritten

, memoirs. When he does get
around to writing them, he
will have athought or two
about the presidency, Sidey
believes. Kissinger is in-
clined to believ that a Pres-
ident’s first term should be
longer than four years, but
that the second term should
he kept at four years.
