WASHINGTON — (AP) —
The part owner of two sports
teams, three computer mil-
lionaires, a Wall Street
investor and the developer
of an oral contraceptive
have joined the ranks of su-
per {atcats making six-
figure contributions to the
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1972 presidential campaign.

New contributors, some
giving more than $200,000,
showed up inthe latest cam-
paign spending reports to
the General Accounting Of-
fice required by a new fed-
eral law that went into ef-
fect April 7.

With most of the hundreds
of reports processed by the
weekend the new figures
showed little change in the
year’s earlier irends: the
Republicans are well-heeled
and the Democrats in debt.

The reports since Septems-
ber also show that while
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nine contributors have given
to Nixon in six-figure
amounts, two Californians
have given six - figure sums
to McGovern. They are Los
Angeles computer millionaire
Max Palesky and Atherion
drug developer Alejandro
Zaffaroni.

Fifty - seven Nixon com-
miftees at the state and na-
tional level have spent at
least $28.3 million since
Apri! 7 and are estimated io
have raised and spent at
least another $10 million be-
fore the new law went into
effect, making the probable

over - all spending for the
President this year close to
$40 million or more.

The same 57 committees
have at least $6.4 million on
hand for the final week of
ithe campaign.

The McGovern people are
running their finances

through an intricate network
of committees that so far
numbers 296.

As best as can be deter-
mined, roughly $20 million
had been spent by Oct. 16 on
the MeGovern campaign.
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But the stepped-up pagp.leit
the McGovern camp nearly
$3 million in debt. An addi-
tional $8 million was report-
edly spent before the new
campaign finance act be-
came law April 7.

- No one listed in the public
record, however, has yet'to
approach the $990,000- that
richard Mellon Scaife of
Pittshurgh has acknowl-
edged giving to 330 Nixon
committees before April 7.
The Mellon banking family
has long been a majop
tributor to Republical

The actual figures on the
Palevsky and Zaffaroni con-
tributions should nudge a
few thousand dollars higher,
according to McGovern fi-
nance officials, when all the
committee reports are sort-
ed out, as will some other of
the largest donations.

Many Loans

The other apparent six-
figure donor listed in the
new reports is Bruce Allen,
a Chicago psychologist,who
distributed a flurry of $1000

-checks that stands at least

$94.,000. )

Frederick Worden, a pro-
fessor at Massachusetts In-
stitute of Technology, is the
other McGovern contributor
above $50,000 for the report-
ing period. Worden, who
previously lent $70,000 do-
nated $60,000 this time.

The bulk of the $3 million
owed by the campaign is to
contributors who also have
made substantial loans —
some of which have already
been repaid.

Daniel and Nichols Noyes,
heirs to the Eli Lilly drug
fortune, loaned $500,000 in
recent weeks and donated
an additional $21,000.

Stewart Mott, listed in
government records for
nearly $200,000 in previous
loans and almost $475,000 in
cash and inkind contribu-
tions, added at least $44,308
in contributions in recent
weeks.
