Like the 18 others before
them, the four arrested yester—
day are part of the Cathohm
peace movement.

In the daily incidents, the
protesters, by twos or fours,
have emerged from the stream
of tourists that pours through
the mansion daily and have
knelt in prayer, announcing
their intentions to remain for|
a 24-hour vigil. All have been
arrested and removed from
the scene within minutes. i

The Rev. Edward J. Guinan,
who was arrested at the White
House on Thursday, said the
objective of the continuing
protest is to. provide “very!
strong pressure” to hold to the
congressionally mandated
Aug. 15 cut off date for an end
to the bombing.

“I think some trial balloons
have been sent up to see if
that date can be extended,” he
said, and predicted that there |
would be increased pressure
on the government to hold the
Aug. 15 date.

Father Guinan asserted that
“there has not been any one
individual or group that has.
taken the responsibility for or-;
ganizing this.” He acknowl-
edged, however, that the Com-
munity for Creatlve Nonvio-
lence, a local unofficial Catho-
lic group in which he is active,
“is playing a primary kind of
role.”

Nine of the protesters thus
far have been from the 33-|,
member community, which
also operates a hospitality
house and Zacchaeus Kitchen,
a feedirig station for indigents.

Father Guinan said that
